UHCL's requirements are consistent with the 42-hour Texas core curriculum. If a student completes a component of the core at one Texas

institution, that block of courses will be substituted for UHCL's same core component(s). Additional Program Foundation courses are required.
Please refer to your school's core requirements for specific courses in each area below. The School of Human Sciences and Humanities

at UHCL will transfer up to 60 semester hours from the community college.
**  These Curriculum and Foundation Requirements may be fulfilled by approved upper-level equivalents at UHCL.

Must complete six hours of Composition with grades of “C-” or better.

Suggested courses for Humanities include: any ENGL literature, HUMA, PHIL, RELI, SPCH or HIST (in addition to core requirements), or

sophomore-level foreign language course.

Six hours of American History required; three hours may be in Texas History.
Suggested courses for Visual and Performing Arts include: any ARTS, DANC, DRAM, MUSI, or MUAP course. Three semester hours

credit required.

Suggested courses for Natural Science include: any ASTR, BIOL, CHEM, ESCI, GEOL, or PHY'S courses.
Suggested courses for Social and Behavioral Science include: any ANTH, ECON, GEOG, PSYC, or SOCI course. Also any GOVT, HIST, or

POLS course in addition to core requirements.

Suggested courses for Speech/Communication include: any SPCH course.

Suggested courses for Computer Competency include: any COSC or CSCI course. Other courses may meet this requirement. Please check

with an adviser on your campus.

May choose any lower-level class that may be beneficial for the chosen major. Suggested electives may be chosen from: ARTS
1301, 1303, 1304; BIBL; COMM; COSC; CSCI; ECON; ENGL literature; foreign language; GEOG; HIST; laboratory

science; MATH; PHIL; PSYC; and SOCI.

With the exception of remedial courses, these courses will count toward the bachelor's degree at UHCL as electives. These courses are
either prerequisite courses for required university courses, courses required for the associate degree, or are required remedial courses

to satisfy the TASP mandate.

The core component number is used by Texas schools to identify which area of the 42-hour core curriculum a course fulfills.

GENERAL DEGREE REQUIREMENTS

e A total of 120 semester hours of applicable college credit. A maximum of three hours of lower-level "activities" courses may be applied
toward graduation. No more than 18 semester hours of previously earned lower-level credit may have been taken by correspondence,
extension or CLEP.

e At least 60 semester hours of upper-level work. Correspondence, extension or CLEP credit cannot be used to fulfill this requirement. A
minimum of 48 hours of upper-level work must be completed with grades of “C” or better.

e At least 30 hours of the degree program, including 12 hours in the major, must be taken in residence at UHCL.

e A cumulative GPA of 2.000 on course work completed at UHCL with grades of “C” or better on at least 30 hours of resident upper-level
work. Grades of “C-" and below can not be applied toward the 30 hours of resident upper-level work.

e  Remain continuously enrolled (complete at least one course in a 12 month period) or meet requirements of a later catalog.

e  Complete the degree within seven years or meet requirements of a later catalog.

PATH 1. PATHS TO THE MODERN WORLD - (CHOOSE THREE COURSES)

Subject matter: Pre-Renaissance and Renaissance history, literature and art, art history, philosophy courses such as logic, ethics,
philosophy of knowledge, and ancient Greek philosophy. Examples: Chaucer, Shakespeare, Ancient World, Renaissance and
Reformation, Mythology, Logic

PATH 2: THE MODERN AND POST-MODERN WORLD - (CHOOSE THREE COURSES)

Subject matter: Post-Renaissance European history, literature, and art history; American history, art, philosophy courses such as
logic, ethics, philosophy of knowledge, and contemporary issues in philosophy. Examples: Tragedy, Modern Britain,
Contemporary American Literature, America since 1945, Modern Art

PATH 3: CREATIVE WORKS (CHOOSE THREE COURSES)
Subject matter: Studio arts, crafts, art education, photography, creative writing, literary and movement. Examples: Sculpture,
Watercolors, Crafts Design and History, Workshop in Poetics, Photography | , and Art and the Adolescent.

PATH 4: WOMEN'S STUDIES - (CHOOSE THREE COURSES)
(HUMN 3742 - Seminar in Women's Studies required.), Subject matter: Courses dealing with women and women's issues.
Examples: Women in American History, Women in Literature, Women in European History.

PATH 5: AMERICAN STUDIES - (CHOOSE THREE COURSES)
Subject matter: American art history, history, literature and philosophy.
Examples: American Minority Literature, Civil War and Reconstruction, \Women in American History, American Art.

PATH 6: COMMUNICATIONS AND TECHNOLOGY - (CHOOSE THREE COURSES)

Subject matter: Writing, speech, film, public relations, graphic design, the internet, the media, advertising, history of
communications. Examples: Written Communications in Business, Technical Writing, Writing for the Media, Understanding
Advertising, Computer Graphics.

PATH 7: FILM (CHOOSE THREE COURSES)
Subject matter: Any course involving film or the making of film.
Examples: Film as Literature, Digital Video, Reel America | and 1, History through Film

PATH 8: LATINO /LATINA STUDIES (CHOOSE THREE COURSES)

Subject matter: Courses dealing with Hispanic and Latin American issues.
Examples: Texas and the Borderlands, History of Mexico, American Minority Literature, Women of Color

PATH 9: DETOURS AND CONNECTIONS-ELECTIVE PATH (CHOOSE THREE COURSES)

Select nine hours from the entire range of humanities courses offered. At least six hours must be outside the other two selected
Paths.

PATH 10: RELIGIOUS STUDIES (CHOOSE RELATED COURSES-PHIL —HIST-ETC)
