This methodology

differs from previously published OIE reports and has been made simpler due to avoid mis-coding issues

and provide more consistent data.

Tuition status indicates the status of the student for tuition purposes.  Measures were 

implemented to provide a greater level of accuracy for this variable.  However, this variable is not a reliable

indicator for how tuition may have actually been charged to students.
