More campus activities! Mixers, Events, but advertise MORE! Send emails to students, utilize that awesome
communication system!  I know it takes some stressful planning, but even the smallest campuses can have awesome
events!  Perhaps, fun runs, prizes, BBQ's.... but if people don't know, they won't come.  And, if there is little effort,
people won't stay.  So if you can put on a few stellar events, you can really get people involved in the university.

For many instructors English is not their first or primary language.  In several classes, it has been extremely difficult to
understand subject material as it is explained in class. Having experience in most areas, I was able to comprehend but
for new entries into the field, it was very difficult.

In the business world, the level of education from UHCL is perceived to be drastically lower than mainstream
universities.  Additionally, the availability of night classes forces Management majors to get the concentration in HR,
but Global Leadership is more desirable.

The organization of the program seems to be faultering.  There is lack of cohesion within the HADM program.

I have mixed feelings about my experience. I feel isolated as an evening & commuter student - unable to attend the
activities at the main campus. I also felt like the majority of the assignments were too easy and professors were to lax.
Some flexibility is appreciated, but not this much. My co-students were not interested in their education, and that
mortifies me. The university has little respect for undergraduate students - and focuses most of the attention on the
graduate students. Parking is aweful - both on and off campus. Paying $10 a night just to attend class is ridiculous, as
the is immediate and nonnegotiable $40 fine for a single instance of failing to display a permit on the main campus.

In the end, it felt like I attended a party school instead of an institution for higher learning, and that leaves me deeply
frustrated on whether or not I want t come back for my MHA.

I liked the fact that UHCL was small and classes were small.  It is also very close to where I grew up and I am close to
my family.  I was disappointed in some of the teachers I have who have "tenure".  They seemed to be more interested
in watching us struggle our last semester than helping us learn.

Most courses had reasonable expectations and did a great job of relating business concepts and theories to real world
situations.  I believe the teamwork or project component, while very important, is too prominent in too many courses.
We get the point that it is important to work well in teams but every class does not need a team project.
