Based on recent events and the lack of follow-up/feedback from my academic advisor, I have had to defend my
intellectual ability, my integrity, and my educational background.  I feel completely let down by the school's
administration for not advising me appropriately from the onset about my course of study and for allowing me to
continue down a road toward demotivation and loss of confidence.

Some great professors in the School Counseling program.

I find UHCL to be a great University.

The convenience is in the location and the variety of majors. However, I don't think the program is fabulous. The quality
of the teacher varied significantly and only one professor offered signficant and meaningful opportunities for true
development. I also feel that UHCL is very expensive for the quality of education received.

my program was not very organized. My professors were not all prepared to teach class.

I would recommend UHCL as I have been academically challenged by the courses I have taken so far and the courses
enhanced my knowledge and experiences, plus my confidence level.

The faculty that I worked with lacked teaching experience and were often not prepared to work with us. It was too easy!
I would like to go further, but I fear reprisals and do not want retributions. I did not feel prepared to work in my career
field or my licensing exams. My program had a very difficult time keeping the good professors.

The only reason I would choose a different major or program is money. After working in a helping profession for several
years I realize that, even with a Master's degree, I will never make a decent salary. I love the work, but would also love
to be able to live comfortably.

Availability of needed courses and excellent faculty.

Great program...I recommended two friends!

Honestly the same degree that I obtained here could have been done else where and taken me less time.  I did not
have great experiences when dealing with my advising office, and I feel that I was not given all of my options when
deciding what I needed to do.  I opted to not do internship because I could not financially afford to do so.  I was not told
about the testing that I could have done before leaving the TEP, and I was not given much guidance at all as to what
my other options could be.  I think this was unfair and bias.

This program did not provide us with the support and supervision this program requires. It has been a constant struggle
to get the appropriate support. In some ways, I felt like it was each person for herself.

But I am sure she thinks nothing of it
and frankly doesn't care. UHCL needs to remember that their job is FOR the students and they need to have a more
servant attitude.
