This 120 hour degree program is designed to accommodate many of the Child Development/Early Childhood courses and the General Core Curriculum
courses required for the Associate of Applied Science (A.A. S.) in Child Development. A maximum of 60 hours may be transferred from lower level with
the remaining 60 hours taken at upper level. The 42 hour General Core Curriculum requirements may be taken as a combination of upper level and lower
level courses. Students also take a total of 78 hours of a combination of upper and lower level Child Development/Early Childhood and related
coursework. A minimum of 18 hours of Child Development/Early Childhood courses must be taken at the lower level. Other lower level courses may also
be acceptable.
